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The following recommendations were drawn from panel and plenary discussions 
held at the Global Forum on Remittances 2009. 

The forum , co-hosted by the International Fund For Agricultural Development 
(IFAD), the African Development Bank (AfDB) and the Inter-American 
Dialogue (IAD) was held in Tunis, Tunisia on 22 and 23 October 2009.

The recommendations are intended to fuel the debate between the private and 
public sectors and the donor community on how to maximize the benefits of 
migrant remittances.

The recommendations reflect the general consensus of the audience, and are 
not put forth or specifically endorsed by individual persons or institutions.
